
The Passion and Death of Jesus

In each portico is a group of five lancet windows portraying symbols of the Passion and
Death of Jesus.  The windows do not depict the important events of Holy Thursday and Good
Friday in chronological order, but seek to remind us of the emotion of Jesus’s sacrifice.

Veronica’s Veil or The True Face

Veronica stepped forth from the
crowd to try to comfort Jesus as he
journeyed to his crucifixion.  The impression
of Jesus’s face was left on the cloth.  

The word
“veronica”  is the name
given to the veil that
tradition says was used
to wipe the face of Jesus
on his way to the cross. 
It is probably second
only to the Holy Shroud
among the “Volto Santo”
(Holy Face) relics. 
“Veronica”  is really the
two Latin words, vera
and icon, “ true image”
referring to the Sacred
Face.  Some say it was
the centurion’s wife,
Seraphica, who did this
work of mercy, and later
discovered his face on
the cloth.  Other legends
say the woman was
Martha, and still others,
Zacchaeus wife, or the
woman Christ healed of
an issue of blood (Mark

5: 25- 32).  No mention of an actual person
named ‘Veronica’  can be found earlier than
the fifth century.�

The Hammer and Pincers

pincers were used to remove the nails to
allow Jesus to be lowered from the cross.

The Cock that Crowed

Matthew 26: 33 -35, 69-75
Peter said to him in reply,

"Though all may have their faith in you
shaken, mine will never be." Jesus said to
him, "Amen, I say to you, this very night

before the cock crows,
you will deny me three
times."  Peter said to
him, "Even though I
should have to die with
you, I will not deny
you." And all the
disciples spoke
likewise. .......Now
Peter was sitting
outside in the
courtyard. One of the
maids came over to
him and said, "You too
were with Jesus the
Galilean."  But he denied
it in front of everyone,
saying, "I do not know
what you are talking
about!"  As he went out to
the gate, another girl saw
him and said to those who
were there, "This man
was with Jesus the
Nazorean."  Again he

denied it with an oath, "I do not know the
man!"  A little later the bystanders came
over and said to Peter, "Surely you too are
one of them; even your speech gives you
away."  At that he began to curse and to
swear, "I do not know the man." And
immediately a cock crowed.  Then Peter
remembered the word that Jesus had spoken:
"Before the cock crows you will deny me
three times." He went out and began to weep
bitterly.�

Jesus went out with his

disciples across the Kidron valley
to where there was a garden, into
which he and his disciples entered. 
Judas his betrayer also knew the
place, because Jesus had often met
there with his disciples.  So Judas
got a band of soldiers and guards
from the chief priests and the
Pharisees and went there with
lanterns, torches, and weapons.

The Crown of Thorns and the nails
of the cross

Matthew 27: 27 - 29
Then the soldiers

of the governor took
Jesus inside the
praetorium and gathered
the whole cohort around
him.  They stripped off
his clothes and threw a
scarlet military cloak
about him.  Weaving a
crown out of thorns, they
placed it on his head, and
a reed in his right hand.
And kneeling before him,
they mocked him, saying,
"Hail, King of the
Jews!"�

The Cross Draped

Mark 15:
43 - 46

Joseph of
Arimathea,
a
distinguish
ed member
of the
council,
who was
himself
awaiting
the
kingdom of
God, came
and
courageous
ly went to
Pilate and
asked for
the body of
Jesus.  Pilate was amazed
that he was already dead.
He summoned the centurion
and asked him if Jesus had
already died. And when he
learned of it from the
centurion, he gave the body
to Joseph.  Having bought a
linen cloth, he took him
down, wrapped him in the
linen cloth and laid him in a
tomb that had been hewn
out of the rock. Then he
rolled a stone against the
entrance to the tomb.�

The Cloak of Jesus with Dice on it

John 19: 23 - 24
When the soldiers had crucified Jesus, they took his clothes and

divided them into four shares, a share for each soldier. They also took his
tunic, but the tunic was seamless, woven in one piece from the top down.
So they said to one another, "Let©s not tear it, but cast lots for it to see whose
it will be," in order that the passage of scripture might be fulfilled (that
says): "They divided my garments among them, and for my vesture they cast
lots." This is what the soldiers did.�

(The lots or dice are the three cubes on the cloak.)

The Spear which Pierced Jesus’s side.  The
Sponge containing Wine on the Hyssop Reed.  The
Ladder used to Lower Jesus from the Cross.

John 19: 28 - 37
After this, aware that everything was now finished, in order that the

scripture might be fulfilled, Jesus said, "I thirst."  There was a vessel filled
with common wine.  So they put a sponge soaked in wine on a sprig of
hyssop and put it up to his mouth.  When Jesus had taken the wine, he said,
"It is finished." And bowing his head, he handed over the spirit.  Now since
it was preparation day, in order that the bodies might not remain on the cross
on the Sabbath, for the Sabbath day of that week was a solemn one, the Jews
asked Pilate that their legs be broken and they be taken down.  So the
soldiers came and broke the legs of the first and then of the other one who
was crucified with Jesus.  But when they came to Jesus and saw that he was
already dead, they did not break his legs, but one soldier thrust his lance into
his side, and immediately blood and water flowed out.  An eyewitness has
testified, and his testimony is true; he knows that he is speaking the truth, so
that you also may (come to) believe.  For this happened so that the scripture
passage might be fulfilled: "Not a bone of it will be broken."  And again
another passage says: "They will look upon him whom they have pierced."�
