
The Windows of the Nave

The most prominent feature of the
church is the stained glass windows. 
The original stained glass windows
display Biblical scenes and historical
figures of the Catholic Church.  These
windows were made by Mayer and
Company of Munich, Germany and are
considered by the Mayer Company to be
among the finest artwork ever completed
by their establishment.  Mayer’s
workmen made the windows using the
stipple method.  Stained glass sections
were painted and then fired to provide
vibrant color.  In 1908 the United States
had imposed a 100% import duty tax on
stained glass.  The parishioners actually

could have saved money by decorating the entire church in Tiffany glass.  

The stained glass windows do not present a historically accurate picture.  The clothing of
the characters is too bright and
colorful for Biblical times.  The
buildings are not the design found
in Israel 2000 years ago.  Rather,
the pictures are a Renaissance
scene.  The architecture works and
small angels in the large windows
are merely decorative fillers. 
Similarly the lancet style windows
all contain decorative vines and
flowers to frame the main subject
of the picture.  The nimbus, or
halos, around the heads of the
characters shows the person is
Holy and of God.  Jesus’s nimbus
in all of the pictures has a cross in
the center of it to remind us of His
sacrifice.  

Over the two Chapels of Confession are identical windows given by the girls of St.
Teresa Academy and the boys of St. Patrick School.  When the windows were purchased in 1909
the Catholic boys and girls attended separate schools. The windows were purposefully designed
to be small in size because of the presence of the Confessionals.   



The Life of Jesus

Starting in the South East corner of the gallery and continuing South are 10  large stained
glass windows depicting important events in the life of Jesus and the Christian faith.  

The Annunciation
Luke 1: 26 - 38

He will be great and
will be called Son of the Most
High, and the Lord God will
give him the throne of David his
father, and he will rule over the
house of Jacob forever, and of
his kingdom there will be no
end."

And the angel said to her in
reply, "The holy Spirit will
come upon you, and the power
of the Most High will
overshadow you. Therefore the
child to be born will be called
holy, the Son of God.  And
behold, Elizabeth, your relative,

has also conceived  a son in her old age, and this is the sixth month for her who was called
barren;  for nothing will be impossible for God."  Mary said, "Behold, I am the handmaid of the
Lord. May it be done to me according to your word." Then the angel departed from her.�

Luke 2: 1 - 20
    In those days a decree went out from
Caesar Augustus that the whole world
should be enrolled.  This was the first
enrollment, when Quirinius was
governor of Syria.  So all went to be
enrolled, each to his own town.  And
Joseph too went up from Galilee from
the town of Nazareth to Judea, to the
city of David that is called Bethlehem,
because he was of the house and family
of David, to be enrolled with Mary, his
betrothed, who was with child.  While
they were there, the time came for her to
have her child,
and she gave birth to her first born son.
She wrapped him in swaddling clothes
and laid him in a manger, because there
was no room for them in the inn.  Now
there were shepherds in that region
living in the fields and keeping the night
watch over their flock.  The angel of the
Lord appeared to them and the glory of
the Lord shone around them, and they
were struck with great fear.  The angel
said to them, "Do not be afraid; for
behold, I proclaim to you good news of
great joy that will be for all the people.
For today in the city of David a savior
has been born for you who is Messiah
and Lord.  And this will be a sign for
you: you will find an infant wrapped in
swaddling clothes and lying in a manger." And suddenly there was a multitude of the heavenly
host with the angel, praising God and saying: "Glory to God in the highest and on earth peace to
those on whom his favor rests."

Luke 2:   41 - 52

    Each year his parents went to
Jerusalem for the feast of
Passover, and when he was
twelve years old, they went up
according to festival custom.
After they had completed its
days, as they were returning, the
boy Jesus remained behind in
Jerusalem, but his parents did not
know it.  Thinking that he was in
the caravan, they journeyed for a
day and looked for him among
their relatives and acquaintances,
but not finding him, they returned
to Jerusalem to look for him.

    Then going out he went, as
was his custom, to the Mount of
Olives, and the disciples
followed him.  When he arrived
at the place he said to them,

and kneeling, he prayed, saying,
"Father, if you are willing, take
this cup away from me; still, not
my will but yours be done."

               John 20: 1 - 18
    On the first day of the week, Mary of Magdala came to the tomb early in the morning, while it
was still dark, and saw the stone removed from the tomb.  So she ran and went to Simon Peter
and to the other disciple whom Jesus
loved, and told them, "They have taken
the Lord from the tomb, and we don©t
know where they put him."  So Peter
and the other disciple went out and
came to the tomb. They both ran, but
the other disciple ran faster than Peter
and arrived at the tomb first;  he bent
down and saw the burial cloths there,
but did not go in.  When Simon Peter
arrived after him, he went into the tomb
and saw the burial cloths there, and the
cloth that had covered his head, not
with the burial cloths but rolled up in a
separate place.  Then the other disciple
also went in, the one who had arrived at
the tomb first, and he saw and believed. 
For they did not yet understand the
scripture that he had to rise from the
dead.  Then the disciples returned
home.  But Mary stayed outside the
tomb weeping. And as she wept, she
bent over into the tomb and saw two
angels in white sitting there, one at the
head and one at the feet where the body
of Jesus had been.

     And when the Lord©s day
came, at the third hour, just as
the Holy Spirit descended upon
the apostles in a cloud, so Christ
descended with a multitude of
angels, and received the soul of
His beloved mother. For there
was such splendour and perfume
of sweetness, and angels singing
the songs of songs, where the
Lord says, As a lily among
thorns, so is my love among the
daughters, that all who were
there present fell on their faces,
as the apostles fell when Christ
transfigured Himself before them
on Mount Thabor, and for a
whole hour and a half no one
was able to rise.

          The Sacred Heart of Jesus

Jesus appearing to Sister
Margaret Mary Alacoque and
revealing His sacred heart.

Margaret Mary
Alacoque was the principal
founder of the devotion to the
Sacred Heart of Jesus.  From
1673 to 1675 she  experienced
a series of visions of Christ,
revealing to her the love and
mercy of God for all people. 
God’s love and mercy had
been obscured not only by the
widespread secularism of
France in the seventeenth
century, but also by the
prevailing influence of
Jansenism, a largely French
spiritual movement that
exaggerated human sinfulness
and unworthiness.          The
visions urged her to persuade
church authorities to have a
special feast established on
the Friday after the Octave of
Corpus Christi.  Catholics
were also urged to receive
Holy Communion on the first
Friday of each month in
reparation for sins, and to
spend an hour in prayer every
Thursday night in
remembrance of the Lord’s
agony in the Garden of
Gethsemane.  The devotion of
the Sacred Heart of Jesus was
officially recognized and
approved in 1765 by Pope Clement XIII.�
