To adore God is
to acknowledge him as God, as the Creator
and Savior, the Lord and Master of
everything that exists, asinfinite and
merciful Love. “You shall worship the
Lord your God, and him only shall you
serve,” says Jesus citing Deuteronomy.

Matthew 26: 26 - 28 While they
were eating, Jesus took bread, said the
blessing, broke it, and giving it to his
disciples said, "Take and eat; thisis my
body." Then he took a cup, gave thanks,
and gave it to them, saying, "Drink from it,
all of you, for thisismy blood of the
covenant, which will be shed on behalf of
many for the forgivenessof sins.  Itis
right to offer sacrifice to God as a sign of
adoration and gratitude, supplication and
communion.

sacrifice acceptable to God is a broken spirit. The prophets of the Old Covenant often denounced
sacrifices that were not from the heart or not coupled with love of neighbor.

The patron Saint of Ireland
isone of the church’s most famous
and popular Saints even among
those who are not Irish. Heisaso
the patron saint of Nigeria. Bornin
Roman Britain, He was the
grandson of apriest and the son of a
public official who was also a
deacon, Patrick was captured by
Irish pirates while hewas in his
mid-teens. He was sold into slavery
and forced to herd sheep for six
years. Heinterpreted his situation
as punishment for his lax religious
practice, and learned to trust morein
God and develop alife of prayer.

He escaped and made his way home
through an arduous journey during
which he amost died of starvation.
A much changed person, he entered
the priesthood. However, he never
had the advantage of a strong
education and regretted that through
out hislife.

His appointment as the
successor of the first bishop of
Ireland, Palladius, encountered
some opposition due to hislack of
education. Patrick arrived in Ireland
in 435. He established his See at
Armagh due to the presence of a
nearby powerful king who offered
protection. Patrick established a school in Armagh and used the location for the base of his
missionary journeys. Patrick had great success in winning converts and ordaining clergy. His
missionary spirit would mark the Irish church for centuries to come.

Patrick was aman of deep religious passion. His confession ends with the words, “I beg
of those who believe and fear God, whoever shall deign to look into or receive this writing,
which Patrick, the sinner, unlearned indeed, has written in Ireland, that no one may ever say, if |
have done or demonstrated anything according to the will of God, however little, that it was my
ignorance. But judge ye and let it be most truly believed, that it has been the gift of God.”

Luke 2 : 22- 40 When the days were
completed for their purification according to
the law of Moses, they took him up to
Jerusalem to present him to the Lord, just as
it iswritten in the law of the Lord, "Every
mal e that opens the womb shall be
consecrated to the Lord," and to offer the
sacrifice of "apair of turtledoves or two
young pigeons,” in accordance with the
dictate in the law of the Lord. Now there
was a man in Jerusalem whose name was
Simeon. This man was righteous and devout,
awaiting the consolation of Israel, and the
holy Spirit was upon him. It had been
revealed to him by the holy Spirit that he
should not see death before he had seen the
Messiah of the Lord. He camein the Spirit
into the temple; and when the parents
brought in the child Jesus to perform the
custom of the law in regard to him, he took
him into his arms and blessed God, saying:
"Now, Master, you may let your servant goin
peace, according to your word, for my eyes
have seen your salvation, which you prepared
in sight of al the peoples, alight for
revelation to the Gentiles, and glory for your
peoplelsragl." The child®father and mother
were amazed at what was said about him;
and Simeon blessed them and said to Mary
his mother, "Behold, this child is destined for
thefall and rise of many in Israel, and to be a
sign that will be contradicted (and you

yourself asword will pierce) so that the thoughts of many hearts may be revealed.”

There was also a prophetess, Anna, the daughter of Phanuel, of the tribe of Asher. She
was advanced in years, having lived seven years with her husband after her marriage, and then as
awidow until she was eighty-four. She never |eft the temple, but worshiped night and day with
fasting and prayer. And coming forward at that very time, she gave thanks to God and spoke
about the child to all who were awaiting the redemption of Jerusalem. When they had fulfilled
all the prescriptions of the law of the Lord, they returned to Galilee, to their own town of
Nazareth. The child grew and became strong, filled with wisdom; and the favor of God was

upon him.
